Background Information 
  

For Presbytery Meeting on July 18, 2009 

 
Brief History:  Starmount was formally organized with 96 members on November 16, 1952.  

Its first building was dedicated in 1953 with an addition for office space, Sunday School rooms 

and a pastor’s study completed in 1956.  In 1970 a new sanctuary was dedicated.  A major 

addition occurred in 1995 which renovated the office space, upgraded the preschool rooms, 

added a library and columbarium.  The most recent change in our physical plant occurred 

earlier in 2009 with a major revitalization of the sanctuary.  Total active membership is 442.  

Our pastor is the Rev. John Odom.

Our Vision:  We will build a church family which invites and welcomes all who seek to know 

and serve God; discovers and develops individual and collective gifts and talents; equips 

individuals for service in our church, our community and the world.

HIGHLIGHTS OF WORSHIP SPACE FURNITURE  

AND REDEDICATION 
 

■   Cross – The cross is the universal symbol of the Christian faith.  It reminds us of the great 

love of God shown and the salvation brought through Christ’s death on the cross.  The star-

cross which hangs in the same location as the original cross is not only the focal point of the 

worship space but it is also the same star-cross design which is part of Starmount’s official 

logo.  The eight-rayed star reminds us of the church’s name – Starmount.  It also reminds us of 

the star of Bethlehem that guided the Wisemen to the Christ-child.  The eight points symbolize 

God’s original work in the seven days of creation and that now, for those in Christ, we live on 

the eighth day as God’s new creation.  The rays further remind us that Christ is the light of the 

world, the Sun of Righteousness.  Finally, the circle around the cross is a form of a Celtic 

cross.  This reflects the roots of the Presbyterian Church in the Celtic people of the Church of 

Scotland, and further points toward the light of the risen Christ which illumines the world.  

The circle further reflects the never ending, eternal nature of Christ’s love for us.  The arms of 

the cross/rays of the star are of wood from the original Starmount pews, and the circle is burled

Highlights of Worship Space Furniture continued 

 

 

■   Pulpit – The pulpit reminds us that God’s Word is central to worship.  At the pulpit God’s 

Word is read from the Bible and is proclaimed through the sermon.  It is the place where, 

through the power of the Holy Spirit, the words of scripture come alive in our lives and in our 

hearts.  The pulpit is of an open legged design to match the legs of the table and the font.  The 

reading desk section of the pulpit is the same reading desk from the original Starmount pulpit.  

The additional wood for the legs comes from wood reclaimed from Starmount original pews. 
 

■   Font – This is the same baptismal font from the old sanctuary.  Its open design and watch 

glass style bowl allows worshipers to see the water used in baptism.  The three legs holding the 

glass bowl reflect our Triune God – Father, Son, and Holy Spirit – the Trinity who blesses us 

with new life as we pass through the waters.  The font is the prototype for many baptismal 

fonts which have been crafted for churches throughout the country. 
 

■   Table – The table is of a harvest leaf design.  It moves between a rectangular form when 

the table leaves are down and a round form when the table leaves are extended for use in the 

sacrament of the Lord’s Supper.  The table’s dynamic nature reminds us of dining room tables 

in our own homes which rest in one form until family and friends arrive for a meal.  The round 

top reminds us that all who gather are equal – there are no places of honor – because Christ 

welcomes all to receive sustenance from him.  The round top also echoes our 

Presbyterian/Reformed heritage.  In the Hungarian Reformed (Presbyterian) Church 

communion tables are always round. 
 

The cross, the pulpit, the baptismal font, and the communion table – all exquisite and 

meaningful pieces – were designed and crafted by Erich Thompson and made of wood 

reclaimed from Starmount’s original furnishings(Erich is a master woodworker and is a 

former associate pastor of Starmount).

CONSENT AGENDA ADDENDUM 

 
July 18, 2009 

 
The consent agenda is to be used only if there is no anticipated dissent or discussion. Such items might 
be approval of minutes, accepting resignations, etc. 
 
The consent agenda may be used to group, in a single action, a number of matters not controversial or 
that are closely related. It may include as many as six, ten, or more items of simultaneous vote. To make 
the best use of the consent agenda, keep the following in mind: 
 

1. The matters included should be absolutely non-controversial. 
 

2. Any commissioner has the right to ask for any item to be removed and debated and voted 
upon separately. Such removal is done without debate or vote. 

 
3. It may not be time saving to use the consent agenda if there are only a few items to be 

included. 
 

4. If a consent agenda is used, the proper format will be followed in the written report. This 
includes: 
a) Marking all included items with an asterisk in the list of referrals; 
b) Listing the consent agenda as the first item of business in the report; 
c) Marking all included items within the body of the report with an asterisk; and 
d) Stating the action the committee is recommending in Section I for each item. 

 
How the consent agenda works: 
 

The Moderator announces, “the next business in order is the consent agenda” and briefly covers each 
item. At this time, commissioners wishing to do so may ask for any of the items on the agenda to be taken 
out and placed on the regular agenda. If the item is taken out, it will be considered in its regular place on 
the agenda. 
 
After the consent agenda has been reviewed, the Moderator asks, “Is there any objection to the approval 
of any of these items?” 
 
After a slight pause, the Moderator states, “Since there is no objection, the consent agenda is approved 
by general consent.” 
 
Used properly, the consent agenda can simplify meetings and save valuable time.

The Presbytery Council met on May 14 and June 18, 2009.

Will Ackles  
 
His faith biography introduction is as follows: 
 

  Born Portland, Oregon 2/5/1944 
 Parents active in Westminster Presbyterian Church, Portland, Oregon 
 Baptized as an infant in Westminster Presbyterian Church, Portland, Oregon 
 Moved to Menlo Park, California, when in second grade. 
 Raised in Menlo Park and joined Menlo Park Presbyterian Church in Junior High 
 Active in the youth and college group at Menlo Park Presbyterian Church, where I made a personal confession of 

 Christ as Savior and Lord 
 Attended and graduated from Whitman College, Walla Walla, Washington 

Also spent one year at the University of the Americas, Mexico City 
Helped organize and led Whitman Christian Fellowship (later InterVarsity) 

 Married Nancy McCornack 6/17/67 in Eugene, Oregon 
 Under care of Menlo Park Presbyterian Church and San Francisco Presbytery, 1967-70 
 Fuller Seminary 1966-68, Princeton Seminary 1968-70 (M.Div.) 
 Ordained at Menlo Park Presbyterian Church, San Francisco Presbytery, October 1970 
 Two daughters, one married living in Greensboro with husband and two children 
 
 
 In 2006 Nancy and I left Calvin Presbyterian Church in Seattle after I had served 20 years as Pastor-Head of 

Staff, sensing God’s call to a new phase of ministry, one which would use our  gifts in places where there was not 
a sufficient economic base to compensate someone.  

 
 On leaving, Nancy and I first went to Albania where she was sent by the State Department as a Fulbright Scholar, 

working with the University of Tirana assisting the English Language Department in their instructional 
methodology. While in Tirana we became involved with the International Church and I taught in Udherkq, a 
Torchbearers’ Bible School in Erseke, Albania. 

 
 Currently life revolves around Greensboro and family (grandchildren) approximately six months of the year and 

various volunteer ministries the other six months.  The away from Greensboro component is split between the 
Presbyterian seminary in Merida, Yucatan, where I serve in residence for 2 months and via the internet another 2 
months, Albania where I teach Parables and Pastoral Epistles in Erseke, and Ireland, where I serve small or 
vacant churches who need some help and stability.  
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 My wife continues her ministry here in Greensboro, with me in the various places mentioned, and in a State 

Department English Instructional program for developing nations, which means such things as spending July this 
year in Tajikistan. While in Greensboro we are both active in Oak Ridge Presbyterian Church, where she has 
become a member. 

 
His credo is as follows: 
 

 I believe in one true and sovereign God, the God who was before all things and through whom and for whose 
glory all things are created. This God is the God who by grace called Abraham, redeemed his people from slavery 
in Egypt, delivered them from their enemies, gave them laws to live by, and settled and guided them in the 
Promised Land. This God is the God who out of pure mercy and love became incarnate in the historical person of 
Jesus Christ, and who did it so that through him and by his sacrifice all people would have access to all the 
blessings promised to God’s people through all the centuries. 

 
 I believe that this true God exists as one God in an internal and eternal fellowship of Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 

This fellowship expresses itself in various distinctive aspects and actions which, while distinguishable as one 
component of this Trinity, in a deep sense is the action of the whole. 

 
 I believe that all of humanity has been deeply impacted by rebellion against God, a rebellion which robs God of 

his due worship, while at the same time robs humanity of its capacity to fully experience the potential built into it 
as the creation uniquely fashioned in the image of God. The impact of this rebellion, this sin, is the root cause of 
all that is wrong with the world. And it is this rebellion which God’s infinite love in Christ came to remediate. 

 
 I believe that the church is God’s chosen instrument for the redemption of the world, and that it is called to do this 

by both word and work. The word component is the proclamation of the call to be reconciled with the one true 
God and to do it through repentance and faith in the Son. The work component is both to live as a community in 
such a way that the world sees the tangible and unexpected impact of faith, and to directly address individual and 
structural instances of any and all violations of God’s call to justice, holiness, truth and peace. I believe that this 
work is only possible through the empowering of the Spirit of God, both directly and as people who receive the 
gifts of the spirit use those gifts together for the building of the church and the furtherance of its ministry. 

 
 I believe that the Scriptures of the Old and New Testament are the inspired word of God, and as such the sole 

and final authority for the church. In the Scriptures we are told all that is necessary to be reconciled with God, and 
all that is necessary to live a life reflective of that reconciliation. The basic tenets of the Reformed tradition, as 
expressed in the Book of Confessions and the Form of Government, accurately articulate much of what is taught 
in the Scriptures, but these tenets are themselves subject to the authority of Scripture and not equal to that 
authority. 

 
 I believe that as a pastor I have been called to exercise my spiritual gifts for the growth of the kingdom, through 

the church and alongside all others in the church, and that together we are a kingdom of priests. I consider this a 
great honor and a humbling reality. And I believe that there will come an End of the Age, at which time Christ will 
return to earth as conqueror and judge, transform all of creation, and inaugurate the full and final expression of 
the Kingdom of God. It is my hope that at that time I will, by virtue of his grace and mercy alone, receive from him 
the commendation, Well done, good and faithful servant…

 Her faith biography introduction is as follows: 

  
 Originally from Basking Ridge, New Jersey, I grew up thinking that a 1,200 member congregation was “the norm”.  
 Little did I know that the Basking Ridge Presbyterian Church, with the historic 600-year-old oak tree, was only the 
 norm in the way it nurtures its members.  It was a Princeton Theological Seminary intern who first told me, at age 12, 
 that I would “make a good pastor someday”.  Not thinking much of it, I attended Hope College in Holland, Michigan, to 
 play soccer and study athletic training and exercise science.  In my mind, I would be the über-volunteer – being 
 always available for youth group events while working somewhere as an athletic trainer.   
 
 After graduating from Hope in 1999, I moved to the Twin Cities to attend the University of Minnesota where, while 
 working as a graduate assistant athletic trainer, I earned a Master of Arts, studying sports psychology.  During that 
 time, my volunteerism continued, finding a church home at Westminster Presbyterian Church.  It was there that the 
 seminary intern’s prophecy would come to light – athletic training took a back seat to youth ministry.   
 
 While on staff at Westminster, through personal discernment with professional twists and turns, I made the declarative 
 decision to attend Seminary.  Luther Seminary, an ELCA seminary in St. Paul, was where my seminary education 
 began.  Through that experience, I was able to define better for myself, a cradle Presbyterian, what it truly means to 
 be Presbyterian:  to have to explain my “Presbyterian-ness” to my Lutheran classmates was helpful to my own further 
 understanding of the rich Presbyterian heritage and tradition.  While at Luther, I completed a chaplaincy internship at 
 Abbott-Northwestern Hospital in Minneapolis and a pastoral internship at Presbyterian Church of the Way in 
 Shoreview, Minnesota.  Graduation from Luther, the start of my position as Coordinator of Children, Youth, Young 
 Adult, and Family Ministry at North Como Presbyterian Church, and my husband and my wedding all happened within 
 a five-week period.  
 
 When not serving the church or participating in APCE events, my husband Austin and I enjoy spending time hiking 
 and burning off the endless energy of our 8-month-old puppy, Nash.  I enjoy staying active playing soccer and 
 spending down time with friends.  I am excited about the possibility of returning to the East Coast for work and leisure, 
 learning about a new community, and being closer to family! 
  
 Her credo is as follows: 
 

 First and foremost, I believe in the Trinity:  God, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit are three-in-one, working together in my 
 life and the lives of those around me.  God is the Creator, Redeemer, and Sustainer of our lives. Like a parent, God 
 wants to be in relationship with us, comforting us and nurturing our lives, providing us with all we need.  
    
 God’s Son, Jesus Christ, was sent to earth to live among us.  While perfect, faultless, and blameless, He still 
 understood the pain and suffering of the human condition as he took on an earthly body.  Although as pure as the 
 sound of an infant’s laughter, He bore our burdens and shame on the cross.  His death was the ultimate sacrifice but, 
 as He foretold, He would come again, resurrected on the third day, appearing first to the women and then to His 
 disciples.  Our salvation is through His resurrection, which is a gift from God and not because of any of our own doing.  
 God’s love and grace, provided through the sacrifice of Jesus Christ, is why I am here. 
 
 The Holy Spirit is living, moving, breathing, and working in our lives, conversations, and relationships.  The Holy Spirit 
 is at work in the Church, which is more than just a building.  The Church is Christ’s Kingdom, full of people of many 
 differing gifts and abilities, not boasting in those gifts God gives each of us, but utilizing them for the furthering of that 
 Kingdom here on earth.

  The Sacraments, Baptism and the Lord’s Supper, are crucial to the life of Christ’s community.  Baptism is a sign and 
 seal of God’s grace, reconfirming that we were known first by God.  Symbolically washing away sins, baptism is a 
 covenant, significant for the baptism and his family, but also for the congregation.  As witnesses to the baptism, the 
 congregation not only welcomes the person into the community, but also acknowledges their own baptism.  In 
 recognition of their own baptism, being witnesses to each baptism is also an important reminder that each of us takes 
 some responsibility in raising the child to know and follow Christ or, in the case of an adult, walk alongside them in her 
 new faith experiences.  The Lord’s Supper is made available to us as a sign and seal of God’s ever-present grace, as 
 well as a symbol of continuous growth and nourishment.  In both sacraments, we receive new life in Christ, 
 symbolized by an outward symbol of God’s personal relationship with each of us. 
 
 Grace and love is shown to us by God.  The real and pure and true and honest love, the love God shows us, is an 
 example for how we should love one another.  Through this love, we are to care for each other through prayer and 
 support in both celebration and challenge.  Having faith in God is having trust:  “Trust in the LORD with all your heart 
 and lean not on your own understanding (Proverbs 3:5).” 
 
3.  That the Presbytery proceed with the examination of Phillip Andrew Hagen who is a member of Saint Augustine 

 Presbytery. He has been examined and approved by the Examinations Committee of Salem Presbytery. In the 
 context of the committee’s examination, Phillip Hagen was asked those questions that were required through the 
 endorsement of the Peace, Unity and Purity Special Committee’s Report. There were no declared departures from the 
 essential tenets of the Church.  In addition, new members and former members were given the committee’s 
 suggested questions to be used as a reference during the interview. We therefore move that his examination be 
 sustained as satisfactory, and that following his signing of the Book of Ministerial Obligations, he be enrolled as a 
 Minister of Word and Sacrament of the Presbyterian Church (USA) and a member of Salem Presbytery. 

 
Phillip Andrew Hagen 
 
His faith biography introduction: 
 

 I was born in Washington D.C., lived in Maryland, California, and Wisconsin during my life.  I went to college at 
 Whitworth College in Spokane, Washington where I majored in Psychology and Minored in Religion.  I went to 
 Columbia Seminary in Decatur, Georgia and graduated in May of 2004.   I have been serving for the last four and a 
 half plus years at First Presbyterian Church of Palatka, Florida as their Associate Pastor.  I was a general Associate 
 Pastor doing a little bit of everything from preaching once a month, visiting church members in the hospital, teaching 
 classes, and helped with the overall leadership of the church.  I am married to my wife Michelle, who is a county 
 planner for Putnam County where we live.  Michelle’s family is from central Oregon, in the town of Prineville, where 
 her mother and grandmother own a family farm.  Michelle went to Western Oregon University and graduated with a 
 degree in Geography before moving to Florida in October of 2004.  I am the oldest of three boys; Patrick, is med 
 school student in New York City and Nicholas is a physical therapy student at UC-San Francisco.  My mother is an 
 ordained Presbyterian Minister in Milwaukee, Wisconsin at Tippecanoe Presbyterian Church.  My father works for Life 
 Secure Long Term Care Health Insurance Company in Detroit, Michigan.   
   

His credo is as follows: 
 

 I believe in the triune God who is the only one living and true God, who is perfect and pure in being.  God is the 
 creator of the universe and made us, male and female, in God’s image for a life of community with each other and 
 with God.  God’s sovereign love and providence are held in balance with such attributes as grace and mercy along 
 with justice and righteousness.  God is greater than our understanding and moves in history with his people.  God is 
 at work beyond our story and redeems our lives as redemptive stories through God being revealed in Jesus Christ.  I 
 believe ultimately that our chief end as humankind is to glorify God and to enjoy Him forever.  I believe in God. 
 
 I believe in Jesus Christ.  Jesus Christ is the image of the invisible God who is alive and moving within each person of 
 faith.  Jesus Christ is the only true Son of God who is both totally divine and totally human.  Jesus is also the great 
 mediator between God and humanity because all have sinned and fallen short of the glory of God.  God so loved the 
 world that God gave God’s only Son, so that everyone who believes in Jesus may not perish but may have eternal 
 life.   All who confess Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior are provided atonement from sin and our justified with God 
 through grace by Jesus Christ’s sacrificial death on the cross and his resurrection.  In Jesus Christ, we are united 
 once again in a right relationship with God because of Jesus our brother, friend, king, and savior.  I believe in Jesus 
 Christ. 
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 I believe in the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit is God’s gift to the Church until Jesus comes again.  The Holy Spirit gives 
 us, as believers, the power to go out proclaiming the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  The Holy Spirit proceeds from the 
 Father and the Son; and is the substance of the Trinity that empowers the community of faith and enables people to 
 believe.  The Holy Spirit equips the Christian community with a variety of gifts and abilities.  The Holy Spirit is with me 
 when I preach on Sunday morning, when I visit someone to pray for them before a surgery in a hospital, and when I 
 stop being someone I am not and start being “authentically me.”  I believe in the Holy Spirit. 
 
 I believe in the holiness and sanctity of scripture.  God is made known and God’s truth is revealed to us through 
 scripture.  I believe Jesus Christ is the living Word of God.  The scriptures are inspired by God and are authoritative, 
 necessary, sufficient, and reliable witnesses to Jesus Christ.  The scriptures remind us of God’s covenant with 
 humanity through the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ.  I believe God’s word in scripture is powerful and 
 can be dangerous to others if “used” in hurtful ways.  I believe in the Bible. 
 
 I believe in the Church and its mission marked by the Holy Spirit here on earth.  I believe Jesus Christ is the head of 
 the Church while we, as believers, are the body.  We, as the Church, are then called to go out and make disciples of 
 all nations.  We are to minister to all those who do not yet know Christ personally in their lives and to share the Good 
 News of Jesus Christ.  The Church has a responsibility and duty to encounter other faiths and has its ongoing story 
 with God.  As the Church, God also sends us to strive for justice; to reach out to those who suffer injustice; and to 
 defend the excluded, the poor, and the hungry.

In the 
 context of the committee’s examination, Scott Jeffreys was asked those questions that were required through the 
 endorsement of the Peace, Unity and Purity Special Committee’s Report. There were no declared departures from the 
 essential tenets of the Church.  In addition, new members and former members were given the committee’s 
 suggested  questions to be used as a reference during the interview. We therefore move that his examination be 
 sustained as satisfactory, and that following his signing of the Book of Ministerial Obligations, he be enrolled as a 
 Minister of Word and Sacrament of the Presbyterian Church  (USA) and a member of Salem Presbytery. 

 
Walter Scott Jeffrey  

 
 His faith biography introduction: 
 
 As a child I did not grow up in a Christian home. My family never went to church unless it was for a funeral 
 (though I occasionally managed to catch a ride on the Baptist school bus that rode through our neighborhood on   
 mornings). My father was agnostic and he did not believe in what he called “organized religion.” This negative 
 view of faith affected our family and made it difficult for us to go to church.  
 
 Around the age of 12 I began to develop a strong curiosity about God and the Bible. I remember picking up the 
 Bible and trying to read it, but it made no sense to me. These feelings of confusion summed up my relationship 
 with God at the time- I was lost!  
 
 Inwardly, I struggled with feelings of guilt over my sin and I knew that if my relationship with God were dependant 
 upon my good works I had no hope. (As I reflect back upon these feelings I now see how the Holy Spirit was 
 already at work in my life preparing my heart for spiritual rebirth.)  
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 When I was 14 my best friend came to faith in Jesus Christ at a Fellowship of Christian Athletes event, and after 
 this he began to share his faith with me. Even though God was preparing my heart for conversion, at first, I did not 
 want anything to do with being “born again.” Even so, my friend did not give up on me (Just like God does not 
 give up on us; Jesus pursues the prodigal). 
 
 Finally, one Saturday morning in July of 1983, I found myself in the living room of a retired church secretary who 
 lived below my best friend. If you asked me at that moment why I was there I couldn’t have told you, other than I 
 was there because my best friend wanted me to hear about Jesus. But after that morning my confusion was 
 cleared and I came to know Jesus Christ in a real way. Something was now profoundly different about my inner 
 self- God had converted and regenerated my heart to faith in Jesus Christ through the power of the Holy Spirit.  
 
 Fortunately, by the grace of God, I immediately joined a church and became involved with a strong youth group. It 
 was in this setting that my faith began to flourish. I began to study my Bible and pray. The words of Scripture that 
 were once so confusing now started to come to life. Why? The Holy Spirit was at work in me, giving me the ability 
 to understand the Bible!  
 
 During my teen years I also had the opportunity to go on two mission trips to the Republic of Haiti, I became 
 involved with FCA, and I helped lead a morning devotional group at my high school. All of these experiences were 
 instrumental in helping me to grow in my faith. 
 
 After high school I attended Montreat College. Again, in retrospect, I can see how God was at work in my life in 
 ways that I was then unaware of. I chose Montreat because I wanted to go to a Christian school, but God led me 
 there for different reasons.  
 
 First, it was at Montreat that God began to engraft me into the Presbyterian family of faith. While in college I 
 attended Montreat Presbyterian Church and I was greatly blessed by the ministry of that congregation. Second, it 
 was there that I met my wife Malia, a lifelong Presbyterian. After a two year courtship we were married in 1992. 
 
 Upon graduation and marriage I continued to stay very active in the life of the church, especially through teaching 
 Sunday school, leading a prayer group, and working with the youth group. Eventually I began to sense a call to 
 pastoral ministry.  
 
 In 1998, with the support of South Highland Presbyterian Church, I enrolled into Beeson Divinity School and I 
 graduated in December of 2002. My seminary experience strengthened my Christian faith in terms of knowledge, 
 a deepened sense of piety, and through the difficulty of the experience. 
 
 For the last five years I have served the Lord as Minister of Word and Sacrament at First Presbyterian Church in 
 Guntersville, Al. My first call in ministry has been a wonderful and challenging experience. God has strengthened 
 me and led me to rely on his grace as I have tried to keep in balance the demands of ministry, the raising our four 
 beautiful children, and supporting Malia as she finished her degree in Respiratory Therapy.  
 
 Now God has called me to serve his people at Forest Park Presbyterian Church! I am excited about our future 
 together and what the Lord will do through us as we minister together in the name of Jesus. I am grateful to God 
 for the ways God has grown me throughout my life and I look forward to the rest of my earthly pilgrimage, trusting 
 in God’s love and faithfulness. 
  
 His credo is as follows: 
 

 Having trusted in Jesus Christ as my Lord and Savior, I joyfully and unreservedly affirm the following statements 
 as a summation of what I believe: 

 

 I believe in one God who exists in three persons: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  On a practical level, the 

 Trinity is crucial to us because without it our whole understanding of salvation crumbles. If Jesus Christ is not both 
 fully God and fully human then he can not save us from our sins, nor can he identify with us in our sufferings. This 
 doctrine also reflects God’s relational nature. The inner shared relationship of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit is a 
 relationship of love, submission, mutuality, devotion, sacrifice, and fidelity. Because God is relational God does 
 not need us, yet out of sheer love God created us to be in relationship with him anyway.   
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 I believe all people are created in God's image, yet our sin separates us from God’s Kingdom. All people 
 have self-worth and purpose because they are created by God. At the same time, because of our fallen nature, all 
 people are also rebellious sinners. Like Adam and Eve we fail to live up to God's holy standards. Our sin 
 separates us from God's eternal kingdom and we deserve God’s wrath for our sin. The wages for our sin is death. 

  

 I believe that Jesus Christ alone is Lord and Savior.  Jesus Christ died on the cross to save sinners and only 

 he can get us out of the mess we are in. As the one who is both fully God and fully human, Jesus lived the perfect 
 life and made the perfect sacrifice for his people so that we could be restored back into a right relationship with the 
 Father. When we, by faith, embrace Jesus Christ our salvation becomes effectual and we are saved from our sin. 
 It is by grace alone that we come to him as Lord and Savior. Without the work of the Holy Spirit in our lives we will 
 not embrace Jesus Christ as Lord.    

  

 I believe that God calls Christians to a life of holiness, out of gratitude for God’s grace in Jesus Christ. 
 When we are saved by God it is for a purpose. God wants to change our lives and restore all that is broken in us 
 by making us into the image of Christ. This journey of transformation is a continual process that is never 
 completed in this life. Even though we can not earn our salvation by being good, we still strive to grow in holiness 
 out of gratitude for what God has done for us in Jesus Christ.  We do not make progress in the Christian life in our 
 own strength; the Holy Spirit must empower us to grow in holiness and obedience to God.  

 

 I believe the Bible is the Word of God. In the Bible, the inspired and infallible Word of God, God has spoken 

 clearly to us about all that is necessary to know God and to live a life that is pleasing to God. God’s supreme 
 revelation in Jesus Christ stands at the very core of the Bible. I also believe that without the gracious work of the 
 Holy Spirit in our lives the Bible will not become the Word of God to us. The inward illuminating work of the Spirit 
 must first open our eyes to its truth.   

 

 I believe the church is comprised of all people who confess that Jesus Christ is Lord. The church is not just 

 a building; it's the people of God who have faith in Jesus Christ.  Within her communion there are many different 
 manifestations of the one body of Christ; the Presbyterian Church USA being just one of them and her local 
 congregations being more uniquely another. God calls the church into being for the sake of the gospel and God’s 
 mission in the world.  

 

 I believe that God has instituted two sacraments in the church, Baptism and the Lord's Supper. The 

 sacraments are a means of grace; we experience the Living God through them. They are also signs and seals of 
 the promises of the gospel. They remind us of what Jesus did for us on the cross and they assure us that God 
 loves us and that God will be faithful to the covenant promises that God made to us (namely our salvation).  I 
 believe that all baptized believers and their children (by virtue of God’s covenant promises) can partake of both 
 sacraments. 

 

 I believe that God raised Jesus Christ from the dead and that we will live with him eternally. Theologically, 
 the bodily resurrection of Jesus Christ reflects the great love that God has for God’s creation, including the 
 material world.  Because our whole beings are created in the image of God, and declared to be good, God does 
 not just love our spirits, but our bodies as well. Thus, God will redeem the bodies of those who have trusted in 
 Jesus by giving them new glorified bodies at the final resurrection. 

 

 I believe that Jesus Christ will return again to establish a new heaven and a new earth, forever freeing 
 God’s creation from the powers of sin, death, and evil. In the end, God will crush sin’s power to destroy when 

 Christ comes again to finish his work of redemption in the world. No one can fully understand how or when this will 
 happen, or what exactly it will be like, but even so, on the grounds of Scripture, I affirm the truth and hope of the 
 promised new heavens and new earth because of what it says about God’s sovereign love for God’s creation. I 
 believe that God always finishes what God starts. Come Lord Jesus, come. 

 

5. That the Presbytery proceed with the examination of Paul Kyung-Kook Kim who is a member of the Korean 

 Presbyterian Churches of America, New York East Presbytery. Rev. Kim has been ordained longer than five years 
 and is a member of a reformed denomination with which we are in correspondence. He has been examined and 
 approved by the Examinations Committee of Salem Presbytery. In the context of the committee’s examination, Paul 
 Kim was asked those questions that were required through the endorsement of the Peace, Unity and Purity Special 
 Committee’s Report. There were no declared departures from the essential tenets of the Church.  In addition, new 
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 members and former members were given the committee’s suggested questions to be used as a reference during the 
 interview. We therefore move that his examination be sustained as satisfactory, and that following his signing of the 
 Book of Ministerial Obligations, and further, we move that the Presbytery waive the requirements of taking the 
 ordination exams [G-11.0404(b)], he be enrolled as a Minister of Word and Sacrament of the Presbyterian Church 
 (USA) and a member of Salem Presbytery. 

 
Paul Kyung Kook Kim 
  
His faith biography introduction is as follows: 
 

 I was born into a 4
th
 generation Christian household. It was rich in the Christian tradition where my great uncle was a 

 Presbyterian pastor who was martyred in North Korea for his faith, my dad is currently a Presbyterian pastor and I am 
 currently a member of the KPCA as a fully ordained Presbyterian pastor. 
 
 I received my call into ministry before I was born. There was complications during my mother’s labor process and was 
 diagnosed by the doctors that I would not make it past that night along with my mother. My father knelt beside the bed 
 and prayed a prayer of devotion. “Father God, save my son and we will devote him into ministry”. I rebelled against 
 this prayer pretty much most of my teenage years. 
 
 I gave my life to the Lord freshman year of high school. Through a process of trials and hearing the voice of God I 
 decided to fast and spend some time in prayer. The last day of the fasting retreat (1

st
 year of college) I received a 

 powerful vision where I was personally feeding people with food. Among the people were diverse group of people, 
 ethnic groups and genders. I believe that God showed me that vision and many have affirmed me that I was called 
 into ministry. 
 Since then, I have been in ministry in diverse roles and have been serving Him with joy. 
 
 I have been involved with children ministry, youth ministry, in church planting, English Ministry senior pastor role and 
 have experiences in missions as well. 
 
His credo is as follows: 
 
 Jesus – I believe in Jesus as perfect God and perfect man. He is the Son of God, is the mediator between God and 

 man. He is the only way to salvation. There are many ways to Jesus but only one way to God. “I am the way and the 
 truth and the way, no one can come to the Father except through me.” John 14:6. He is sinless but became sin for us 
 so that we might have our rightful relationship with God once again. We can come to God with confidence because of 
 what the Lord Jesus Christ did on the cross. 
  
 God - God is a Spirit, infinite, eternal, and unchangeable, in his being, wisdom, power holiness, justice, goodness, 

 and truth. This is taken from Westminster Shorter Catechism. I used this because I believe there is not other 
 explanation that can better what was written in the Catechism. 
  
 Holy Spirit – I believe in the trinity. I believe in the creator God, savior and Lord of the world in Jesus Christ and in the 

 presence and counselor of the Spirit. Holy Spirit allows us to grow in our faith, helps when we need discernment and 
 gives authority and power to edify the church. The Holy Spirit heightens our Christian lives so that our relationship 
 with God and people are renewed so that God receives all glory. 
  
 Sin and Salvation – Sin is a condition of the heart. I believe that we all have sin and fallen short of the glory of God or 
 another word for it is soul sickness. We rebelled against God, shot the first shot and have distance ourselves from the 
 life that God intended for us to live. Since God cannot overlook because He is a just God there was a death penalty 
 over our heads. He loved us so much that He sent His one and only Son Jesus Christ to take our place and suffer on 
 the Cross. Salvation wasn’t a conditional one. He didn’t grant us salvation from our goodness because we can never 
 attain it on our own merit. God with justice and mercy redeems creation by sending Jesus to the world to die for us. 
 Whoever believes in Jesus has eternal life!  
  
 Bible – I believe that scriptures are the Word of God written and it is a witness of God’s self-revelation. It has ultimate 
 authority as for what God’s will is. The main subject is about God. It has 66 separate books 39 in the OT and 27 in the 
 NT. It is infallible and so we do not add to it or need to delete any parts. The very word of God (Scripture) was 
 breathed out by God. 
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 Sacraments of the Lord’s Supper – The Lord Supper is a sign and seal of the covenant of grace. It is a communion 
 through eating and drinking with Christ Jesus the one who was crucified and resurrected 
 
 Baptism – It is a sacrament for the admission of the baptized into the visible church and it is also a sign and seal of 

 the covenant of grace. It is not only for those that profess their faith in Jesus Christ but also of infants of one or both of 
 the baptized, believing parents. 
  
 Church – Jesus Christ is the head of the Church. The invisible consists of the whole number of the elect that  are 

 gathered into one, the visible church are those throughout the world that profess their faith in Jesus Christ as Lord and 
 Savior. 
 
6.  That the Presbytery proceed with the examination of  Robert Eugene Lee who is a member of  the Presbytery of 

 West Virginia. Rev. Lee is returning to us as an Interim Minister and the COM adopted a policy that Interim Ministers 
 who have been away from Salem Presbytery for less than three years, would not appear before the COM or 
 Examinations Committee prior to the Presbytery meeting.  We therefore move that following his examination on the 
 floor of Presbytery and following his signing of the Book of Ministerial Obligations, he be enrolled as a Minister of 
 Word and Sacrament of the Presbyterian Church (USA) and a member of Salem Presbytery.  

 
Robert Eugene Lee 
 

 His faith biography introduction is as follows: 
   
 Years ago, I wrote a biographical insight that continues to define my identity- “my roots are Midwestern and blue-
 collar.”  Being raised in mid-America, has given me a tolerance for human differences and an appreciation for the 
 God-given gift of common sense.  I define blue-collar virtues as high value on hard work and pride in performing a job 
 well.  These qualities have informed my work in the church and have enabled me to be of assistance to the 
 congregations that I have served.  
 
 After college graduation, I moved to North Carolina and began a teaching career in the Winston-Salem/Forsyth 
 County Schools.  After three years of teaching, I decided to enter sales work.  I later joined the Thalhimer Department 
 Stores in retail management. While with Thalhimers, I found that I was a careful listener and could talk with people 
 about faith matters in an open, accepting manner.  I began to give serious consideration to a call to ministry.  I entered 
 Columbia Seminary in 1977 with the intention of becoming a pastor.  
 
 I was ordained in Old Orange Presbytery in 1980 and served three different congregations in North Carolina over the 
 next twenty years. While I was serving El Bethel as a part-time pastor, I was also working fulltime for a Greensboro 
 chemical manufacturer.  I could never shake the feeling that God wanted me back in pastoral ministry as my sole 
 vocation.  This led me to undertake interim training at Union Seminary as a way to test the validity of my “holy hunch.” 
 
 Over the last nine years, I have served six congregations (twice in Staunton) as an interim pastor.  Congregations 
 have unique personalities that call upon the many different skills that I bring with me.  Two of these churches have 
 known the excitement and the disappointment of calls that did not unfold as they had hoped.  In these situations, I 
 learned to use encouragement as a tool to keep them hopeful and focused on the future.  I have just completed my 
 longest interim of twenty six months with a church in Charleston, West Virginia.  I now look forward to the new venture 
 that God has in mind for me.  
 
 In my first sermon at Village Chapel, I stated that doing interim ministry is a crazy way to live- I still think that is true.  
 Still, one can never shake the belief that such ministry is critical to congregations that are seeking to discern what God 
 wants them to do in this time and place. To assist in this discovery, leaves me with a profound sense of 
 accomplishment.  
 
 His credo is as follows: 

  
 I believe in God, creator of heaven and earth.  All things owe their existence to God.  In a world where natural 
 disasters occur at random, and the human heart can author terrible deeds, it is a comfort of recall God’s judgement of 
 creation-“it was very good.”  Simple yet profound words that fill me with hope in the face of anything that calls the 
 goodness of creation into question.  
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 I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God and the Savior of the world.  Jesus’ earthly life is the paradigm for true 
 humanity.  Christ lived in total obedience to the will of God. That dedication cost him his life on the cross, but the end 
 of the story was not death, but resurrection and new life! 
 
 I believe that the Holy Spirit is the presence of God in our world.  The Holy Spirit raised up leaders and prophets in 
 Israel and led Jesus through his ministry and life.  A Declaration of Faith was written by the former Presbyterian 
 Church in the United States and in the fifth chapter we read, “The Holy Spirit is the Lord and Giver of life, the Renewer 
 and Perfecter of God’s people, the One who makes real in us what God has done for us. That compact confession is 
 one I believe and affirm. 
 
 I believe the church is God’s creation and those called into it are to be witnesses to God’s mighty acts. Our forefather 
 in the faith, John Calvin, aptly defined the church- “wherever we see the Word of God purely preached and heard and 
 the sacraments administered according to Christ’s institution, there, is not to be doubted, a church of God exists.” 
 (Institutes 4.1.9). I have sought to preach and administer the sacraments with conviction and care. 
  
 The late Dr. John Leith once addressed Orange Presbytery on the subject of effective ministry. He believed the 
 church needed sound preaching, teaching and pastoral care to flourish.  I have sought to keep these tasks central in 
 my ministry. Admittedly, some days are better than others, but hope keeps me striving to perform them better.  
 
 The Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) suggests a way to see the work of God in a community of faith. We exist as 
 separate congregations united in common polity and in our connectional nature. Never perfect, we strive to live out 
 God’s call in the world. Even in our errors, we remain God’s community. 
 
 Our ultimate calling is eternal life with God. This I only understand in part. Paul expresses it best- “At present we are 
 looking at puzzling reflections in a mirror. The time will come when we shall see reality whole and face to face.”( I 
 Cor.13:12, Phillips.) 

 
7.  That the Presbytery proceed with the examination of Robert William Matthias, who is an ordained minister of the 

 Evangelical Lutheran Church in America. Ministers of Formula of Agreement denominations, (including ELCA), may 
 serve temporary pastoral positions following “the Process of Orderly Exchange”. Following these guidelines, Rev. 
 Matthias has been examined and approved by the Examinations Committee of Salem Presbytery. In the context of the 
 committee’s examination, Robert was asked those questions that were required through the endorsement of the 
 Peace, Unity and Purity Special Committee’s Report. There were no declared departures from the essential tenets of 
 the Church.  In addition, new members and former members were given the committee’s suggested questions to be 
 used as a reference during the interview. We therefore move that his examination be sustained as satisfactory, and 
 that following his affirmative answers to the questions for ordination and his signing of the Book of Ministerial 
 Obligations, he be enrolled as a Minister of Word and Sacrament of the Presbyterian Church (USA) and a member of 
 Salem Presbytery. 
 

Robert William Matthias 
 

 His faith biography introduction is as follows: 
 
 Being raised in a Lutheran parsonage had a great many advantages, in that there were hundreds of people 
 involved in my parenting.  That is both the good news and the bad news of being a PK.  Naturally, the advantages 
 were significant from the point of view of being in community. 
   
 I began attending church and Sunday school as an infant.  In that I was raised in a farming community in Iowa, 
 the atmosphere was always one of nurture and care.  During the first year of life my mother was afflicted with 
 rheumatic fever and confined to bed rest.  My maternal grandmother provided my care during that period and 
 became a strong influence in my physical, moral and spiritual development. 
 
 In grade school my summers were spent those grandparents on the farm in Illinois.  The church was within 
 walking distance, so each Sunday I walked along our farm road to attend.  Often I was given rides as other church 
 members stopped along the way to offer rides.  Such activity was normal in those days, so “hitching” a ride was 
 not uncommon.  One S.S. teacher I had was a man, a neighboring farmer, whose influence was profound in those 
 early years.  And the influence of my grandparents, who were deeply spiritual, was a major factor in thinking 
 about the ministry. 
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 My paternal grandparents, who lived in Iowa, were retired clergy.  I believe that they simply assumed I would 
 follow my father’s lead into the ministry.  The truth is that we never spoke about it, until I enrolled in college, a 
 Lutheran liberal arts college located two blocks from their retirement home.  When I went to the campus, I merely 
 enrolled in the pre-theological program.  During my college years I was involved in a number of faith enhancing 
 programs, such as Parish Mission Builders during the summer of 1957.  I began to experience, in a very real way, 
 the power of the Holy Spirit as He impacted lives and changed people. 
 
 Upon completion of college in 1959, I entered Wartburg Theological Seminary in Dubuque, Iowa.  During that 
 course of study I spent one year of internship at St. Luke Lutheran Church, La Mesa, CA.  I was primarily involved 
 with the youth and the elderly in providing programs and training with a faith based emphasis.  I was then 
 ordained in September 1963, following a summer of CPE in a large hospital in Portland, OR. 
  
 The faith of any pastor is truly tested in parish life, where week after week he faces issues of life and death, sin 
 and grace, confession and absolution.  It was a two-point parish, in which I traveled 32,000 miles/year covering 
 the parish.  This afforded me the alone time I needed to reflect and to respond to God’s grace as He guided that 
 ministry. 
 
 After much exposure to the issues of Viet Nam, and the pleas of the church for service in the chaplaincy, I entered 
 active duty in the Navy in 1966.  My intention was to serve for three years and return to parish life.  Often God 
 leads us down paths we do not know or comprehend, but I remained a chaplain for 25 years, serving at sea, 
 foreign shore, Marine Corps and home shore.  The experience is beyond my ability to describe, in terms of value 
 to ministry.  I know that I was changed and certainly, humbled in the face of those I was honored to serve. 
 

Perhaps my path became redirected during my service with destroyers, home-ported in Pearl Harbor, HI.  Shortly 
 after arriving in Pearl Harbor, I received word that my younger brother, Jim, had been killed in a tragic auto 
 accident new Newport, R.I.  He was a member of the Medical Corps with the Antarctic Support Activity and had 
 been struck by a drunk driver.  The shock and recovery from that loss was a long process and it involved spiritual 
 resources beyond my own.  I had been the one to encourage Jim to think of the Navy, for its programs were so 
 helpful to students still in medical school.  As it turned out, that loss and grief provided me with a spiritual resource 
 which was helpful for the ministry from that time on. 

 
 I retired from the Navy with the rank of Captain in 1991, and returned to parish life where I served, primarily in 
 interim positions until 2004.  Since moving to the mountains in 2005, I have continued to participate in supply 
 work in congregations in Allegheny County and in Grayson County, Virginia.  In all of my work and in all of my 
 experiences, the evidence God’s grace has been clear and my efforts have simply been a willingness to do His 
 bidding and to be of help wherever I am able to serve.  My only goal is to proclaim the loving and forgiving grace 
 of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.  
 

 Having been ordained for nearly 46 years, remembering my courses from seminary is so remote, compared to the 
 daily events in dealing with people and their needs for faith and hope. 
 
 My life had been centered in service to the church, and my training for that ministry was deeply rooted in the 
 Reformation tradition.  I always lean on that which I learned as a child, based on the tenets of the Apostle’s 
 Creed.  I believe that God has created me and all mankind and that he has created this world, in which we live 
 and have the mandate to love one another.  I believe that God, as Father, also gives to me and preserves within 
 me that faith and conviction. 
 
 I believe that Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, was given to redeem me and all people and to give us all the promise 
 of life, our only true hope.  I believe that this same Jesus was born in human form, that he suffered, died and then 
 rose again, giving us that hope which lives beyond that grave. 
 
 I also believe in the Holy Spirit who enables us to be a called and holy people.  For it is the Holy Spirit, the 
 Sanctifier, who enters our lives, moves in and through us and gives us the strength to be God’s disciples here on 
 earth.  It is the power of the Holy Spirit that has enabled me to do the ministry over the years and has sustained 
 my faith in that process.

Melissa  will preach during the meeting of 
 Presbytery and that sermon is a part of the process of examination. We therefore move that her examination be 
 sustained as satisfactory, and that following her signing of the Book of Ministerial Obligations, she be enrolled as a 
 Minister of Word and Sacrament of the Presbyterian Church  (USA) and a member of Salem Presbytery. 

 
Melissa Ann Moore 
 
Her faith biography introduction is as follows: 
 

 Throughout my life I have always felt a strong sense of God’s call. Since I was young I wanted to be a cellist, but I 
 found that the idea that I could be a minister was always surfacing in different ways. I am currently a candidate for 
 ministry from Baltimore Presbytery. I graduated from Princeton Theological Seminary on May 14, 2005 with a 
 Masters of Divinity degree, and from Rutgers University on May 17, 2006 with a Masters of Social Work degree. I 
 am writing to you as I am seeking to have my call to a residency position at Wake Forest Baptist Medical Center, 
 starting on August 31, 2009, validated as an ordainable position. Originally I was planning on going into urban 
 ministry. However, after a year of searching, I realized that the communities I was interested in serving were 
 either looking for seven to fifteen years experience, or couldn’t pay me a living wage. In the meanwhile I found a 
 social work job at the University of Medicine and Dentistry in Newark, NJ, working with children and families with 
 HIV/AIDS. This in essence has become my first call, as God had plans for me that I couldn’t foresee. 
 

I love the work that I am doing as a social worker, and have felt strongly called to this work for the past two and a 
 half years. I work with children, teenagers, and young adults who were perinatally infected with HIV. My youngest 
 client is an infant and my oldest family member is in their 80s. Although this has been rewarding work, something 
 is missing. I love being able to help people with their concrete needs, and I really like being able to work with 
 clients as they go through a long process of change. But last year as one of my long time clients was dying, I 
 found myself in an awkward position. There was nothing else to be done from a medical/social work view. But I 
 found myself drawn to my chaplaincy/ministry call, and to the training I received from CPE at Johns Hopkins in 
 2004. I’ve realized several times in the midst of my secular work what I am missing; the work of ministry. It is my 
 call to witness to God’s presence through life's joys and sorrows, and to nurture the people of God in their faith. I 
 miss having more directed conversations about how people live and believe their faith. This led me to seek out 
 participating in the chaplaincy residency position at Wake Forest. 
 
 Her credo is as follows: 
 

I believe in a Creator God, slow to anger and abounding in mercy, who calls all people to become who they were 
 created to be, through God’s faithful loving kindness. Christ is God’s son incarnate, fully human by sharing our 
 finite experience of suffering in this world, yet fully divine in his embodiment of the transforming love of God. 
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 Christ chose to live life in a radically free way that turned human ways of ordering this world upside down, giving 
 liberty to the oppressed, sight to the blind, and making room for the outcast. People were frightened by the 
 freedom and compassion of this challenge, and reacted in violence by condemning and crucifying Jesus. Indeed, 
 as broken, fallible humans we are prone to sin. Sin invades the world both through our active turning from 
 God, and through corrupt human structures that oppress God’s vision for creation. However, evil, sin, and death 
 are not the final reality. This is why God took compassion on us and sent Jesus to dwell with us in human form. In 
 response to Jesus’ condemnation and crucifixion, God’s resurrection of Christ transformed suffering, destruction, 
 and death, by shattering the power of sin and evil. 
 

In the present day God, through the Spirit, calls people to faith and community. The Holy Spirit reveals Christ 
 through image, and word, calling us to listen and to proclaim the transforming grace of God through our action 
 and speech. The Spirit calls each to particular gifts within the Body of Christ, so that the church can engage in 
 ministry that brings about the Kingdom of God. As a Christian community, we are primarily guided by the 
 scriptures of the Old and the New Testaments. Through the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, the Word of God both 
 challenges and comforts us. Although there are differences in interpretation, there is one Spirit that honors 
 diversity and inspires unity within the People of God. In our diversity, we as the church embody Christ in the 
 world. 
 

God calls for the building up of the whole community of faith through Worship, and the sacraments of Baptism and 
 Communion. God works through ordinary water, bread, and wine in the plain moments of our lives to give 
 transformation to the extraordinary. Baptism is the sign of God’s call, through the covenant of grace bestowed by 
 the Holy Spirit, to a faithful life on each individual in the Body of Christ. 
 
 Communion reveals the active presence of the living Christ, whose broken body and shed blood gives witness to 
 God’s solidarity with God’s children. It is through this sacrament that we are made whole; healed through Christ’s 
 gracious love and pardon. 
 
 God will ultimately make all things right, through God’s abundant mercy and transforming power that calls each to 
 become like Christ. In the end times when the dead are resurrected and meet with Christ, justice will prevail and 
 the power of evil will finally be overturned. Then all will be given sight and freedom, and transformed in the 
 gracious love of God, through Christ, to become a permanent part of the covenant community.

In addition, the examination committee members were given the P.U.P. Committee’s 
 suggested questions to be used as a reference during the interview. We therefore move that his examination be 
 sustained as satisfactory, and that following his signing of the Book of Ministerial Obligations, he be enrolled as a 
 Minister of Word and Sacrament of the Presbyterian Church  (USA) and a member of Salem Presbytery. 
 

Thomas Edward. Robinson 
 

 His faith biography introduction is as follows: 
 
  Born and raised through high school in Charlotte, Tom Robinson is a life-long Presbyterian who was nurtured by  
  the Christian education, music, and youth programs of his church, and by the example of his parents’   
  involvement in their congregation.   As a teen and college student, Tom became involved in regional and   
  national Presbyterian events, which made him aware of the mission of the broader Presbyterian Church and  
  confirmed to him a call to pastoral ministry. 
 
  Upon completing majors with honors in history and psychology at Erskine College, he received the Master of  
  Divinity  degree from Princeton Theological Seminary, specializing in original language Biblical studies.  He later  
  earned the Doctor of Ministry degree from Princeton Seminary.   Upon seminary graduation, Tom spent a   
  year as a Graduate Intern in the Philadelphia congregation where he had served as a seminarian assistant,  
  while receiving specialized training in Christian Education.   Philadelphia Presbytery ordained Tom to his first  
  call as an Associate Pastor in East Aurora, New York, near Buffalo.   In western New York, he became a   
  founding board member of a unique ministry at Attica Prison, and this experience ignited in Tom a passion for  
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  Presbyterian mission. His next pastoral call was to be Pastor/Head of Staff for thirteen years in Mendham, New  
  Jersey. 
 
  During his pastoral ministry, Tom was recognized as an initiator, motivator, and trainer for new mission,   
  congregational development, and stewardship, skills which brought him an invitation to executive ministry in  
  Donegal Presbytery in Pennsylvania. For his seven years as Associate and Acting Executive Presbyter,   
  Donegal Presbytery was the top Basic Mission Support presbytery in the PC (USA).   When the Synod of the  
  Trinity began a new missional model of outreach to its 16 presbyteries, Tom next served a term as Co-  
  Executive of the Synod.   For the past year, he was invited to provide Interim pastoral and head-of-staff   
  leadership for the Basking Ridge Presbyterian Church, a historic congregation in northern New Jersey, while  
  they completed their search for an installed Pastor/Head of Staff.   
 
  Tom and his wife Annari (Rev. Annari Griesel, Ph.D.), also a Presbyterian minister, reside permanently in Yardley, 
  Pennsylvania, a historic town on the Delaware River north of Philadelphia.   Annari, who is from South Africa, is  
  Director of Pastoral Care for a hospital system in New Jersey, as well as a CPE Supervisor, and is an adjunct  
  professor at New Brunswick Theological Seminary.  They enjoy traveling the USA and the world, photography,  
  music,  and visits from their grown children Cameron, Emily and Anna.    Tom enjoys bluegrass sessions and has 
  been a long-time member of the Hershey Symphony and Bucks County Symphony Orchestras. 
 
His credo is as follows: 
 

My faith is grounded in the infinite divine mystery of God.    I am moved by the Hebraic awareness of God as so 
 holy “other” that we cannot even look upon God and live, cannot presume to speak God’s name, can not make an 
 image of God lest it be an idol.   God is the Creator of all things, yet transcends all things.    God is known in time 
 and history to us, yet is beyond time and history.  God inspires the Psalmist’s voice, compels the Prophet’s cry, 
 and propels the People of God to seek promised lands. 

 
Still, this person of God that is omnipotent Creator loved the created world and its people so much as to become 

 human in the person of Jesus of Nazareth.   Jesus was human, yet divine; eternal Word in human life, yet subject 
 to rejection, pain, and death.    In Christ, we see that God accepts not only the pious and proper, but accepts the 
 broken, the rejected, the ignored.  Through Christ, our faith can touch God’s garment in our desperation; and we 
 are uplifted from brokenness and neglect, made worthy and whole, and loved for love’s own sake.   Christ’s words 
 reveal the incarnate spiritual Word, through which we perceive reality and wisdom that come only from God.   
 From Christ we can learn that the Promised Land God intends for us, the Kingdom of God, is known to us when 
 we gather in Christ’s name and seek to be faithful.   In crucifixion, Jesus chose to accept death and ultimate 
 human rejection, rather than deny the connection God declared with the created world and its people.    In 
 resurrection, God demonstrates that no barrier, not even death, can separate us from God’s love and presence 
 for us.   Our acceptance of God’s sacrifice and victory in Christ over death opens for us the experience of God’s 
 revealed realm.  It opens our eyes to the wonder of God’s Creation and to our responsibility to preserve it.   It 
 offers to us a healing (“salve”) confidence for living our days in faithfulness, joy, and hope amid the complexities, 
 challenges, and fears we face.   

 
God chooses to meet us in our need, and our awe of God as Creator and Christ as Savior are spiritually fulfilled 

 as we participate in God’s redemptive relationship with the world.   God’s Holy Spirit, described as a Comforter, 
 an Advocate, a Rushing Wind of unifying power, moves us to respond to and participate in the grace of Jesus 
 Christ freely given to us.   In this gift, we have opportunity and access to infinite power, not to own or control or 
 manipulate, but to witness, to reveal, and to share.   In God’s Holy Spirit, we experience and witness to God’s 
 presence in the world. 
 
 We recognize and practice two Sacraments of the Church, taken from actions of Jesus Christ as recorded in 
 Scripture: Baptism and The Lord’s Supper.  
    

In Baptism, the congregation, on behalf of the Church universal, welcomes believers and children of believers into 
 the embrace of the whole church.   Not an act of membership in the local congregation, Baptism is sign and 
 symbol of spiritual inclusion in the whole Church of Jesus Christ.  The congregation accepts responsibility through 
 baptism for the nurture, education and care of those who are baptized. 

 
The Lord’s Supper symbolizes the broken body and spilled blood of Jesus Christ, presenting a life-giving spiritual 

 meal to strengthen and renew the faith of each believer.  As a shared meal, it is not a private sacrament, but a 
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 reminder that, through the presence of the Holy Spirit, we are commissioned to be the Body of Christ in the world, 
 showing his love, witnessing to his presence, and teaching his ways. 

 
Scripture is the inspired Biblical witness to God, in diverse cultural and theological contexts, interpreted by the 

 Holy Spirit to the individual believer and to the whole church.   As we are a Reformed and reforming theological 
 tradition, we believe that our interpretation of Scripture is never perfect and complete in the way that God is 
 perfect and complete.   We trust in the ongoing illumination of the power and meaning of Scripture by the Holy 
 Spirit to transform us in worship, guide us in ministry, and motivate us in mission. 

 
God wills wholeness (shalom) for both the Creation and the Creature.  Because of tragic events, of brokenness in 

 diverse relationships, and of the impact of sin as alienation from, rejection of and even competit ion with God, we 
 do not easily sense God in the midst of pain and suffering.   God inspires the witness of the Church and its 
 people, all of whom are called to active ministry.   Prayer is God’s gift, that we might spiritually be connected more 
 fully to one another, to the world, and to God.   God moves us to develop forms of worship that speak to the 
 hearts of people according to varied needs, cultures, languages, and forms most helpful to enable a worship-
 conversation between God and people.   God calls and the church ordains persons to fulfill special responsibilities 
 as Elders, Deacons and Ministers of Word and Sacrament, yet these callings also enable the whole People of 
 God to share effective caring and powerful witness to God’s reality in their everyday settings.

Following the restructuring of Salem Presbytery in 2008, the Ecumenical and Interfaith Relations 
committee requested that an ad hoc committee on Ecumenical and Interfaith Relations be constituted by 
the Presbytery to determine how to address ecumenical and interfaith issues in our new presbytery 
structure.

BUDGET & FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT 

Judson Milam, Moderator 
July 18, 2009 

 

 By the time you read this report in the Presbytery Meeting I hope you will find that I am lying to 
you.  But, I write to share that our financial situation is “less than the best.”  At the end of May we were 
running a deficit of approximately $83,000.  Now, in and by itself, that amount is sustainable, but it is not 
“in and by itself.”  Income (giving to Presbytery) is significantly down.  The deficit is increasing at 
approximately twenty thousand per month.   
 
 At its last meeting, the Budget & Finance Committee called for all committees of Presbytery to 
initiate voluntary cuts of approximately 20%.  And, the Committee communicated with our churches about 
the need.  Now, every church cannot do more in such times as these, but some might be able to.  
Communication is sometimes hard in Presbytery, but we felt it important to let everyone know of the 
difficulty of the times. 
 
 One of the areas we cut substantially in our budget building for this year was the amount of giving 
that went to Synod and General Assembly.  Part of this was in benevolence giving, which was cut almost 
entirely.  The other part is in per capita giving, at $7.60 per member.  We felt it important and helpful for 
churches to be aware and sensitive to this as they evaluate their giving ability.  Consequently this concern 
was lifted up by Sam in his letter to the Presbytery. 
 
 The bottom line is that we have to be serious about giving and expenses, . . . before we 
have to be “really serious” about giving and expenses. 

 
 As you might know, we are working toward a new budgeting calendar for 2010.  We hope to have 
a feasible “working budget” approved at the October meeting of Presbytery.  It would go into effect as of 
January 1, 2010.  Adjustments for a final budget could be made and approved in February or April.  The 
nature of our economic situation makes this new calendar more important, rather than less.  Presumably 
the working budget would be more conservative than the final budget.   
 
 Budget & Finance is looking for all committees of Presbytery to have their 2010 budgeting 
information in by August 15

th
.  They are looking for all churches to have their 2010 giving 

projections in as soon as possible.  We know our budgeting calendar is not particularly compatible with 

most church’s budgeting process.  We can only do what we can do!  We just ask everyone to do the best 
they can do in as timely a manner as possible. 
 
 In the scrambling of such times as these, it is easy to lose sight of the big picture.  As much as 
each church is about the work of God, in different ways, so is the Presbytery.  We are a denomination 
that enhances and enables each other in that work.  A tremendous amount of good work takes place for 
the Kingdom at all levels.  We simply want to make every effort to maintain that good work to the very 
best of our ability. 
 
 We ask you to be in prayer, and to let everything else flow out of that.

Investors in virtually every global asset class experienced negative returns for the year-ending December 

31, 2008. Many factors contributed to recent volatility and deterioration in financial markets around the 

world. The Board of Pensions Balanced Investment Portfolio for the year-ending had a negative return of 

28.6%.  Updated reports from the Board of Pensions however, indicate that the recent performance of the 

financial markets has eliminated portfolio losses of the first quarter (March 2009); we are essentially 

“even” year to date.  Every component of the Benefits Plan, including the Pension Plan remains secure.  

We are fortunate indeed to be in a favorable position in the face of horrible financial market performance. 

Members can count on the Board of Pensions to preserve the long-term financial health of the Benefits 

Plan.   

 

How does this affect the Experience Apportionments for this year?  When the Plan assets, because of 

favorable investment and actuarial experience, exceed those required for contingency reserves, the Board of 

Directors’ may apportion the excess funds among Plan members, which allows Plan members to share in 

the Fund’s favorable experience.  However, because of the Balanced Investment Portfolio’ negative return 

last year, our Directors’ have determined that they could not make such a commitment in light of the 

impact of the on reserve levels; in other words, the fund reserves are not sufficient to support an Experience 

Apportionment this year.  
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It’s not too late to enroll in Long-Term Care Coverage

medical underwriting.  New Benefits Plan members have up to 60 days to enroll after initial Plan 

enrollment without medical underwriting.  Why is Long-Term Care Insurance important? 

 Average annual cost of nursing care cost is over $66,000 

 Average  annual cost of limited home health care following a disability is over $36,000 

 72% of American say they are unable to pay for long-term care without help 

 46% of those admitted to a nursing home are improvised within 3 months; 72% within a year

 Visit the Social Security office for information about retirement & survivor benefits, Medicare, etc. 

 Become familiar with Medicare Part B 

4-6 Months before retirement, you may want to: 

 Contact your Executive/General Presbyter, or COM Chair regarding implementation of your 

retirement process 

 Decide on the exact date of your retirement 

 Obtain a retirement packet from the Board of Pensions 

 Complete a retirement application with Social Security 

3 Months before retirement, you may want to: 

 Consult with your EP, and COM Chair about your retirement date, vacation benefits, and 

presbytery meetings to request approval for retirement.  Your session will need time to plan 

recognition for your retirement and related arrangements 

 Mail retirement papers to the Board of Pension
